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On Aug. 16, 2022, President Biden signed the Inflation Reduction Act (IRA) into law. The IRA 
contains a number of initiatives aimed at putting the United States on a path to roughly 40% 
emissions reductions (below 2005) levels by 2030, among other goals. 
 
To do so, it creates and/or refines a number of clean building and clean energy efforts that are 
designed to influence how new homes and communities are designed and built. Equally 
important, it includes several incentives intended to compel consumers to upgrade their 
existing homes to improve their energy efficiency and resilience to climate-related impacts.   

The following is a brief overview of the programs impacting the single-family construction and 
remodeling industry.
