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A podium ladder is a portable, self-supporting, A-frame ladder with the addition of a wide platform to 
work from. 

 
 

 

Common Job-made Ladder Hazards 
¶ Damage to individual components of the ladder. 

¶ Placing the ladder on a slippery or unstable surface. 

¶ Using podium ladders to support work platforms. 

¶ Makeshift repairs to a damaged ladder. 

¶ Working with materials that when combined, with own 
weight, is over the allowable weight limit. 

¶ Unlocked ladder spreaders. 

¶ Use of ladder in a high traffic location. 
 

 

 

Proper Setup and Use 
¶ Read and follow all the manufacturer’s instructions and 

labels on the ladder. 

¶ Check for overhead powerlines and ensure you are at a 
safe distance before handling or climbing a ladder. 

¶ Place a ladder on a stable and level surface. 

¶ Make sure the spreader is locked and secure before 
climbing. 
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
